The Fourth Sunday of Lent is traditionally known as Laetare 

Sunday, so-called from the first word of the antiphon at the Introit. 

Laetare, (“Rejoice”), taken from the Latin translation of Isaiah 

66:10-11, sets a tone of joyful anticipation of the Easter mystery, as 

does the permitted use of rose-colored vestments. You are invited to 

wear pink colored clothing to mass next weekend!
