COME, CREATOR SPIRIT

O, Holy Spirit, by whose breath life rises vibrant out of death; come
to create, renew, inspire; come, kindle in our hearts your fire. You
are the seeker’s sure resource, of burning love the living source,
protector in the midst of strife, the giver and the Lord of life.

Next week with the feast of the Most Holy Trinity, we go
back to Ordinary Time. At that time, we will begin using the Missa
Simplex Mass setting. This setting is not found in our hymnals but
is a simple melody that one can easily follow.

Petro will celebrate Mass for Peace
and Justice at 9 a.m. in the Pope St. John Paul 1l Chapel in Sacred
Heart of Jesus Cemetery, Dupont. There will not be 7:30am Mass
that day in the church.

All are
invited to attend.
